Relief Motif has a firing range 
from cone 015 to 6 high-fire. 
 
Students will receive detailed instructions and photos, the use of color and brushes with workshop fee.  
Student should bring take home box.  Students are responsible for firing at home.  Class Fee:  $45 
 
(Students can stop by at any time and do this class.) 

Daisy Relief Tile – Create a 6”  Round Tile with this daisy design  that  features our NEW  “Designer Lava Stone” 
Glaze as well as underglazes and “Relief Motif” by Colors for Earth.  Learn how to combine underglazes, glazes 
along with creating a design that is raised.  Relief Motif is a stand-up white textured glaze that can be tinted, covers 
in one coat and can be built up for designs.   
 
Students will learn how to apply the Relief Motif over glazes and create floral designs along with brush stroke 
leaves and shading.  Students will receive instruction sheet, use of color and brushes with workshop fee.     
Class Fee:  $15   (Students can stop by at any time and do this class.) 

Peacock Vines — Work with translucent underglazes to create this colorful plate.  
Color decoration is done on soft-fired ware with Colors for Earth Color Concentrates.  
You will learn basic brushstrokes, scroll work background and layering of colors 
techniques. 
 
Students will receive instructions sheet, the use of color and brushes with workshop 
fee.  Student should bring take home box.  Students are responsible for firing to 
bisque, glazing and firing.  Class Fee:  $20 (Students can stop by at any time and 
do this class.) 

Bud &  Vine Glass Dish — Work with Colors for Earth fired glass colors to create 
this 6 inch glass dish.  This design also features “Relief Motif” on glass.  Relief Motif 
has a firing range from cone 015 to 6 high-fire. 
 
Students will receive instruction sheet, the use of color and brushes with workshop 
fee.  Student should bring take home box.  Students are responsible for firing at 
home.  Class Fee:  $10
